@hereaﬁ, Pillar Point Harbor is in the process of seeking funds from the Abandoned
Watercraft Abatement Fund Program for the removal and/or demolition of these vessels
and has received authorization from the Department of Boating and Waterways for an
amount not to exceed $23,760.00.

Wherefore, be it regolbed that the Board of Harbor Commissioners approves the
terms and conditions of the Standard Agreement with the Department of Boating and
Waterways and authorizes the General Manager to execute this agreement.

Agreement with the Department of Boating and Waterways.
