BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that after publication of notice, the Board of Harbor
Commissioners will meet on June 15, 2022, for the purpose of hearing from any taxpayer
wishing to appear and be heard regarding budget items, after which the Board of Harbor
Commissioners may amend and approve the final budget.
