points of agreement amongst the Parties regarding said Marina Property redevelopment, 
including the continued role, authority, and responsibilities of the District; and 

Whereas, the Parties acknowledge and agree that (i) the terms and conditions of 
said MOU are subject to the approval of, or modification by, the governing bodies of the 
City, Agency, and District; and whereas the Parties desire to extend said MOU. 

Therefore, be it resolved that the Board of Harbor Commissioners hereby 
approves an extension of said MOU, attached hereto and incorporated by reference 
herein for one (1) thirty (30) day period, and does hereby adopt this Resolution 02-11.

RE: Extension of Oyster Point Marina Memorandum of Understanding 

Dear Mr. Grenell: 

As we have discussed , the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the City of 
South San Francisco ("City"), the Redevelopment Agency of South San Francisco 
("Agency"), and the San Mateo County Harbor District ("District"), regarding 
development of the Oyster Point Business Park and Marina Property, is scheduled to 
expire Thursday, November 18, 2010. Section 4 of the MOU, which authorizes the 
parties to extend the term of the MOU, provides that the term of the MOU may be 
extended up to a maximum of three (3)-thirty (30) calendar-day periods, upon the 
mutual written agreement of the District, through and in the discretion of its General 
Manager, the Agency, through and in the discretion of its Executive Director, and the 
City, through and in the discretion of its City Manager. 

This letter serves as the Agency's and City's notice and authorization to extend the term 
of the MOU for two (2) consecutive thirty (30) day periods, to commence 
immediately upon expiration of the MOU as currently set forth in that document. All 
other terms, conditions, and provisions of the MOU shall remain in full force and effect. 
During the additional sixty days, the City, Agency, and District, can discuss and adopt a 
more formal extension, as appropriate. 

If you consent to the extension, please countersign where indicated on the following 
page, to authorize the extension on behalf of the San Mateo County Harbor District in 
your capacity as its Executive Director. Please return the original to my attention and we 
will provide you with a fully executed copy.
