Whereas, a public hearing is scheduled at 6:30 PM on July 24, 2020 to be held via Zoom as authorized
by the Brown Act in response to the COVID-19 pandemic; and

Whereas, it is in the best interest of the District that there are appropriations available in July 2020, prior to
the adoption ¢ of the Final Operating Budget to ensure payment to vendors and District staff, and

Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved that the Board hereby adopts temporary emergency approprlatlons for FY
2020/21 as follows=======-—= - . o e

1. $850,000 in appropriations for Salaries/\WWages and Benefits.

2. $500,000 in appropriations for Non-Personnel Operating Costs.

3. $200,000 in appropriations for vehicles, vessels and CIP projects not greater than $25,000.

4. CIP revenue (grants and FEMA funding) and all CIP encumbranceg "(COntract commitments) as of
June 30, 2019 are hereby in_corporated as part of the temporary appropriations, and

Be It Further Resolved, that the temporary appropriation balances shall be replaced by Final appropriations
upon adoption of the 2020/21 Final Budget.
